The Morgan Stone
Mound deserves a closer
examination by all who
wish to call Kentucky
home, particularly any
communities near north-
eastern, Kentucky!

The mound was ex-
cavated in 1939 under
the supervision of WAP
Archaeological Director
Claude Johnstons, and
located about four miles
north of Sharpsburg,
Kentucky, on the Bethel

Road.

The 286 pages of what
this author refers to as
ink,turned to gold!

The man who once
lived there was held in
high regard, and was giv-
en a special burial when
he passed away.

He was laid on his
back in an extended posi-
tion and cremated within
a log-tomb structure.
Around is head were
marginalia beads: a spe-

cies of which can only be
found in the Gulf Coast;
which indicates he and
his “clan” were involved
in, or had access to trade
goods.

There were also other
ocean shell beads found
to support this!

The burial/ Cremation
occurred in what 1s be-
lieved to have been made
in what was the man’s log
structure where he lived.
The post mold patterns

indicate the hut was ap-
proximately, 20-feet in
diameter in a circular
formation and appeared
well-built with double
post support beams that
two very examples of Ad-
ena pottery were found,
one engraved in large
diamond patterns.

The man lay on a series
of textile mats, which
had contributed to the
log-tomb construction.

A stone hoe and slate

gorget were found in as-
sociation with the burial.

The burial is consid-
ered to be between 3,000
and 2,500 years old!

Textile fragments were
found, which were par-
tially burnt and recov-
ered.

The world of archaeol-
ogy is a wonderful world
indeed.

H.R. 1, officially title
One Big Beautiful Bill
Act passed the House
and it appears that the
Senate has prepared
their version. Whatever
passes will have big im-
plications for those on
Medicaid. What does
that mean for Fleming
County?

According to the Cabi-
net for Health and
Family Services there
were 5,792 individuals
with Medicaid cover-
age in Fleming County
for the month of May.
Federal statistics show
app. 15,600 residents in
Fleming County. That
computes to 37% of the
county under Medicaid.

The House bill ap-
pears to require work or
community service re-
quirements of at least
80 hours per month for
able-bodied adults ages
19-64. One thing that al-
most everyone can agree
on 1s that work provides
additional meaning and
purpose in lives. Stable
jobs provide a steady
income which benefits
the individual and their
families. Gainful employ-
ment means more people
share in the tax burden
we all face.

I could not find specific
statistics for able-bodies
adults in Fleming Coun-
ty. It appears that Ken-
tucky statistics indicate
that app. 67% of Medic-
aid enrollees are adults

without disabilities. That
translates into nearly
3,900 Fleming Countians
that will need to volun-
teer or find work.

I doubt that there are
that many open positions
available now in the
county It would appear
that a group effort is go-
ing to be needed. The
County Judge, Flemings-
burg Mayor, Chamber
of Commerce and other
business leaders should
join with the local Cabi-
net for Human Resources
to being planning. Per-
haps the Gazette could
begin to publish job
openings on a weekly ba-
sis. Civic organizations
and other entities could
look for opportunities for
volunteer service. What

happen if 3,900 indi-
viduals cannot eventu-
ally find work? Are there
adequate food banks to
provide for these family
needs?

My numbers may be off
so someone at the Cabi-
net perhaps could pro-
vide more detail. More
importantly, Rep. Barr
could address the impli-
cations that this bill will
have. It is easy to set in
Washington and vote on
a bill without taking the
time to wvisit local con-
stituents and offer sug-
gestions about how to ad-
dress the fallout.
