
“Bethlehem is so solid and
they always seem to do well
in the regional tournament.
This game showed our team
what we are capable of doing
and gives us a good barometer
as to where we are,” Clements
explained.

The Knights kept its
defensive pressure in a Saturday
matchup with Collins, who is
coached by former Marion
County player Devin Johnson.
Neither team was able to
generate much offense until
the Knights nearly broke open
the deadlock with a shot off
the top crossbar.

“It was a really hot day with
some of our players playing
in freshmen, jayvee and varsity
games. Jaxon Huff had a big

game for us at the goal, but
Lucas Johnson was our man
of the match in this one,”
Clements said.

Marion County has closed
the gap on the successful
Collins program each of the
past four years, with the Knights
earning a tie this time around.

Marion County opened the
busy week of action with a 4-
0 shutout win over Hart County.

A pair of goals from Elvin
Gonzales led the way as
teammates Cody Murphy and
Xavier Johnson also found the
back of the net.

The following day, Marion
County blitzed Campbellsville
with an 8-0 whitewash on the
road in another district tilt. Cody
Murphy was the star of the
show with a hat trick of three
goals and two assists. Fellow
senior Jackson Truitt accounted

for two more goals and
teammates Lucas Johnson and
Alan Huerta made it a senior
scoring fest for the 8-0 rout.

Marion County closes out
its regular season schedule
with matches against Garrard
County this week and Eliza-
bethtown at home next week.
Clements noted that a game
against Somerset is in the works
to keep the momentum his
team is building.

The district tournament is
just two weeks away and
Marion County has now locked
up the top seed with its 4-0
regular season sweep. The

tournament begins on Oct. 4
in Hart County and Marion
County will not play until the
Oct. 6 semifinals due to its top
seed.

AN ORDINANCE FIXINGTHETAX RATE AND LEVYING
AN ADVALOREMTAX FOR CITY PURPOSES FORTHE FISCALYEAR

2024-2025 AND PROVIDING HOWTHE FUNDS SO RAISED
SHALL BE EXPENDED

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSIONERS OF THE CITY OF
LORETTO, KENTUCKY:

SECTION I
There is hereby levied for the tax year 2025 and ad valorem tax of .1250

cents of each one hundred dollars ($100.00) of taxable property assessed
and assessable of every kind, other than tangible personal property and
bank deposit taxes, liable to taxation in the City of Loretto, Kentucky; said
levy and all taxes realized therefrom to be used for and solely devoted to the
general municipal purposes and expenses of said City.

SECTION II
There is hereby levied for the tax year 2025 and ad valorem tax of .1250

cents of each one hundred dollars ($100.00) of taxable tangible property
assessed and assessable, liable to taxation in the City of Loretto, Kentucky;
said levy and all taxes realized therefrom to be used for and solely devoted
to the general municipal purposes and expenses of said City.

SECTION III
There is hereby levied for the tax year 2025 an ad valorem tax of .1250

cents on each one hundred dollars ($100.00 of fair cash value of motor
vehicles assessed and assessable, liable to taxation in the City of Loretto;
said levy and all taxes realized therefrom to be used for and solely devoted
to the general municipal purposes of said City. Said tax shall be collected by
the Marion County Court Clerk in accordance with applicable statutes of the
Commonwealth of Kentucky.

SECTION IV
If any section, sub-section, sentence, clause or phrase or portion of this

ordinance is for any reason held invalid or unconstitutional by any Court of
competent jurisdiction, such portion shall be deemed a separate, distinct,
and independent provision and such holdings shall not affect the validity of
the remaining portions hereof.

SECTIONV
This Ordinance shall take effect upon its second reading, passage and

publication.
