
LEBANON — Spring View
Hospital officially broke
ground on Friday, March 13,
2026, on a major expansion
of its Surgical Services
Department, marking a
significant investment in
advanced healthcare services
and improved patient access
for the region.

Currently, Spring View
Hospital operates four
operating rooms, along with
an endoscopy room and a
procedure room. Upon
completion, the expansion will
increase surgical capacity to
five fully equipped operating
rooms, while maintaining
dedicated endoscopy and
procedure spaces.

The project also includes
construction of a new storage
area designed to house large
surgical equipment such as
C-arms, microscopes, surgical
towers, and additional
advanced technology. This
addition will allow the hospital
to fully utilize its new pre-

operative area and create a
more efficient surgical
workflow.

Once operational, patients
will move through a

streamlined care process —
beginning in pre-operative
preparation, transitioning to
surgery, recovering in the
Post-Anesthesia Care Unit

(PACU), and completing
recovery in Phase II. These
enhancements are expected
to significantly improve patient

LEBANON — Spring
View Hospital and Air Evac
Lifeteam officially broke
ground on Friday, March
13, 2026, on a new aircraft
hangar.

The approximately 2,000-
square-foot hangar will be
constructed on the campus
of Spring View Hospital and
will support operations for
Air Evac 173, which has been
based at the hospital since
November 1, 2021. The
helicopter is currently
hangared at the Lebanon-
Springfield Airport.

Air Evac 173 is one of
nineteen Air Evac helicopters
serving Kentucky and is part
of Global Medical Response,
a national leader in medical
transportation services by
both ground and air.

The base operates 24
hours a day, seven days a
week and is staffed by a
critical care transport team
consisting of a flight nurse,
flight paramedic, and pilot.

The new hangar will allow
the aircraft to be housed
directly on-site during
inclement weather rather
than relocating to the airport,
improving readiness and
response times for emer-
gency calls. The facility will
also allow aircraft main-
tenance to be completed on-
site, reducing out-of-service
time and ensuring con-
tinuous availability for patient
transport.

“This project represents

an important advancement
in emergency care for our
region,” said Vicki
Parks, Chief Executive
Officer of Spring View
Hospital. “We are incredibly
thankful for our partnership
with Air Evac Lifeteam and
their continued investment
in strengthening lifesaving
services for the communities
we serve together.”

The hangar project is
funded entirely by Air Evac
Lifeteam and Global Medical
Response, demonstrating
their ongoing commitment
to supporting healthcare
partners and rural com-
munities.

Dan Durham, Senior
Program Manager for Air
Evac, highlighted the
significance of the
investment.

“Our partnership with
Spring View Hospital allows
us to better serve patients
when time matters most,”
Durham said. “The addition
of this hangar enhances
operational readiness,
protects our aircraft, and
ultimately helps us provide
faster, more reliable critical
care transport for the
region.”

Hospital and Air Evac
leaders emphasized that the
project strengthens the
continuum of care by
connecting rapid emergency
response with advanced
hospital treatment capa-
bilities.

A man facing multiple sex-
related charges appeared in
Marion Circuit Court Division
1 last week and
entered a “not guilty”
plea.

Anthony Lamart
Williams, 32, is
charged with first-
degree attempted
rape, two counts of
first-degree sexual
abuse, victim under
12 years of age, first-
degree sexual abuse,
fourth-degree
assault, domestic violence,
minor injury, and first-degree
persistent felony offender
appeared before Judge Todd
Spalding to enter his plea.

Spalding set a pretrial con-
ference date of April 16 at
9:00 a.m., and a jury trial
scheduled to start on Aug.
24 at 8:30 a.m. Spalding also
ruled that the bond of $50,000
will remain the same.

Williams is lodged
in the Nelson County
Detention Center on
several other charges.

• Michael
Clarkson pleaded
guilty to an amended
charge of third-
degree possession of
a controlled subs-
tance (12 months
probated for 24
months), third-degree

possession of a controlled
substance, drug unspecified
(12 months probated for 24
months), public intoxication
controlled substances,

excludes alcohol (60 days
probated for 6 months), and
controlled substance pre-
scription not in its original
container, first offense (60
days probated for 6 months).
All counts run concurrent.

• Timothy Curry pleaded
guilty to first-degree pos-
session of a controlled
substance, third or greater
offense,
methamphetamine (1 year),
and drug paraphernalia-buy
possess (12 months). All
counts will run concur-
rent.

• Thomas Draeger pleaded
guilty to several charges,
including theft by unlawful
taking $1,000 but less than
$10,000 (3 years pretrial
diverted for 5 years), theft
by deception-include cold
checks-$1,000 but less than

$10,000 (3 years pretrial
diverted for 5 years), and theft
by unlawful taking $1,000 but
less than $10,000 (3 years
pretrial diverted for 5 years).
All counts run concurrent and
he will remain supervised until
restitution is paid in full.

• Tomias M. Gunn violated
his probation by using cocaine,
methamphetamine, and
marijuana. He will have credit
for time served as a sanction
and can be released from
custody. The completion of
outpatient treatment is now
a condition of supervision.

• Steven M. Janik was
sentenced to 2 years' probation
for 3 years and given a final
chance at treatment.

• Ronnie Ray was sen-
tenced to 5 years after pleading
