The deal was
even

longer in
the making

for Steve
Hatton and

his brothers,
Jeff and

Terry, wh
o co-own

the

company.

“We star ted about

11 years ago, … and

we’ve had so many

people
over those

years asking us to

come,” Hatton said.

“It’s really
been build-

ing lately. We usually

need about 100,000

square fee
t, so it rea

lly

wasn’t un
til we star

ted

talking to Tim about

the City Center p
roj-

ect that w
e felt like

we

could get
the space

we

needed and the loca-

tion that w
e needed.

“We’ve had it on our

radar for
a few years,”

Hatton added. “We

just didn’t have the

right spot
until now.
