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Better Business Bureau lists Hot Topics for March

1. Multiple consumers
have reported an employ-
ment scam involving a fake
company, BeaconCrate
Freight. Victims thought
they had found a legit-
imate work-from-home
opportunity, only to be
ghosted by BeaconCrate
when paychecks were due.
BBB reminds consumers
to always check a com-
pany’s profile on bbb.org
when job searching, and
be wary of any work-from-
home listings that sound

too good to be true.

2. A consumer was
scammed out of $1,200 via
text message by someone
claiming to be Morgan Wal-
len. The scammer invited
the consumer to a meet-and-
greet, for which the victim
would have to pay for travel
and other expenses. Never
trust an unsolicited text from
someone claiming to be a
celebrity and never agree to
send money to someone you
don’t know.

3. Consumers have report-
ed receiving multiple phone
calls a day from a caller
stating they are with the

Lending Department. This
is a phishing scam. Ignore
spam phone calls, never give
out personal or financial
information over the phone
unless you know and trust
the caller, and block scam
numbers on your cell phone.

4. A consumer lost $3,500
in a Kkitten scam. The vic-
tim attempted to purchase
a purebred Sphynx kitten
from an online breeder, only
to discover it was a scam.
‘When purchasing a pet from
a breeder, always see the ani-
mal in person first, verify the
breeder’s credentials, and
pay with a credit card.

5. BBB has seen a sig-
nificant rise in passport
renewal scams. Victims
find official-looking web-
sites for companies claiming
to facilitate the renewal or
application process. In real-
ity, the sites charge victims
for a document that can be
accessed for free on the U.S.
Department of State website.

6. A consumer report-
ed a suspicious phone call
claiming to be from CVS and
offering a customer appreci-
ation reward. This is a phish-
ing scam; do not respond to
these phone calls. CVS has
confirmed that these phone

calls are scam callers.

7. BBB warns of deep-fake
videos that promote a weight
loss product called LipoMax.
With the rise of deep-fake
videos, BBB advises con-
sumers to verify informa-
tion and research a product
before purchasing.

8. Multiple consumers
have reported spam phone
calls from Crestwood Loan
Advisor. Ignore spam phone
calls, never give out person-
al or financial information
over the phone unless you
know and trust the caller,
and block scam numbers on
your cell phone.

9. Publisher’s Clearing
House scams continue to
target consumers in BBB’s
service area. As a reminder,
the real PCH only notifies
its winners by mail, never by
phone call or text.

10. BBB has seen an
influx in counterfeit prod-
uct scams. When shopping
online, be wary of any deals
that seem too good to be
true, especially for high-end
or popular products. It’s best
to visit retail websites direct-
ly instead of clicking on third
party ads.
