BREAKFAST BROWNIES

1 ripe bananas
1 cup nuts

1/4 cup peanut butter
1/4 cup dried cranberries

Pinch of cinnamon or vanilla 
(optional)

1. Mash banana in medium bowl 
until mostly smooth.

2. Add oats, peanut butter, cran-
berries, and cinnamon or vanilla 

if using. 
3. Stir until combined.

4. Use a spoon or cookie scoop 
to portion out dough. Flatten 
slightly with back of spoon.

5. Bake at 350 degrees for 12 to 
14 minutes untillightly golden 

and set.
6. Let cool completely on bak-
ing sheet before transferring to 

container.
