A struggle over a gun left 
a 43-year-old Casey County 
man dead. No charges were 
filed as the investigation 
continued.

Week of March 13, 1975

Approximately 400,000 
blackbirds in Liberty were 
killed by spraying the 

birds on their roosts with 
a Tergetal oil penetrating 
liquid. The chemical 
penetrated the birds’ 
protective feather coatings 
and they died from exposure.

Kim Davenport was chosen 
to represent Casey County in 
the Miss Lake Cumberland 
Beauty Contest.

The Central Kentucky 
Bloodbank said it needed 
220 pints of blood each year 
from Casey County donors to 
allow the county to continue 
partnering in its blood 
distribution program.

Casey County was 
considered a “gold mine” 
with its abundance of creek 
gravel. Demands for the 
rock were considered a 
mufti-million dollar industry 
and the county had some of 
the finest creek bed stones in 
the state.
