“National Doughnut Day is a
meaningful holiday for us, serv-
ing as an important reminder of
the impactful work we do daily
to support our neighbors,” Swain
said.

The first Friday in June is
known as National Doughnut
Day; the first occurred in 1938, in
Chicago, to honor the Salvation
Army volunteers who came to be
known as the “Donut Lassies.”
Doughnut sales were a fundraiser
to help others during the Great
Depression while boosting the
popularity of the fried dough
treats in the United States.

Now, 87 years later, The Salva-
tion Army continues to provide
essential services and programs

to those in need. In northeast
Kentucky, The Salvation Army
helps more than 1,100 each year
by providing shelter, food, cloth-
ing items, personal hygiene Kits
and Christmas gifts for those in
need.

Some of my favorite
church memories are
linked to Raymond or
his family.

In my early child-
hood — before mov-
ing to the Cincinnati
area — my Sun-
day-morning routine
was to find Hazel
Crisp, Raymond’s
mother, in her favor-
ite pew in the middle
of the sanctuary at
Summit Nazarene.
She’d spend precious
time with each child
prior to the service
starting. Sometimes
she’d give us candy —
if I remember right,
it would
be ei-
ther
butter-
scotch
discs,
pepper-
mints or
straw-
berry
hard
candy — but she’d
always give us a
hug and Kkiss on the
cheek.

The love she and
her husband, Arthur,
showed to others is
the same love and
kindness I saw from
their son, Raymond,
and his late wife, Shir-
ley.

After moving back
to Ashland in my ear-
ly 20s, my wife and I
began attending Sum-
mit again.

Every Sunday, there
was Raymond. Con-
sistent, caring, Christ-
like.

He had an infectious
zest for life, and stayed
active — always work-
ing hard at whatever
he devoted his time
and energy to.

I was asked to teach
a class. After much
prayer, I did. I still
teach.

It’s humbling to be
a Sunday school (now
called Life Group)
teacher in the same
church Raymond
taught for so many
years. It was even
more humbling to
teach a class in which
Raymond participat-
ed. Iloved hearing
him read the Bible. I
enjoyed listening to
him pray.

Iserved on the
church board with
Raymond, too. He was
always put thorough,
intelligent thought in-
to any decision. Once
again, wise.

Raymond Crisp will
be missed by all who
knew him. He passed
away on Wednesday.
Visitation will be
this evening at Sum-
mit Nazarene from
6-8 p.m. The funeral is
scheduled for Satur-
day at 1 p.m.

Crisp’s Dairy Treat
is closed today after
3 p.m. and all day Sat-
urday.
