If you're a careful cardplayer, you
take nothing for granted. For
example, take this case where South
is in four hearts and West leads the
K-A-6 of diamonds. East ruffs the
third diamond and returns a club
to dummy’s queen.

Superficially, there seems to be
nothing to the rest of the play.
South draws trump and sooner or
later takes a spade finesse. Surpris-
ingly, the queen loses to East’s king,
and South goes down one.

Bad luck, you could say, but the
fact is that declarer had a sure thing

At this point, South knows that
West’s last three cards are the jack
of diamonds and two spades, which
might or might not include the
king. When the heart eight is led,
West is forced to discard a spade,
whereupon South discards dum-
my’s nine of diamonds.

When South next leads the spade
three and West produces the jack, it
becomes folly to attempt a finesse,
because West’s last card is known
to be the jack of diamonds.
Declarer therefore goes up with the
ace, catches East’s king and so
makes the contract.
