U.S. captain Keegan
Bradley named Gary
Woodland as his fifth and
final vice captain for Sep-
tember’s Ryder Cup on
Wednesday.
Woodland, 41, joins

fellow vice captains Jim
Furyk, Kevin Kisner,
Webb Simpson and Brandt
Snedeker for the biennial
golf competition against
Team Europe, scheduled
for Sept. 26-28 at Be-
thpage Black in Farming-
dale, N.Y.
It will mark the first

Ryder Cup appearance as
a vice captain or player for
Woodland, who did repre-
sent the U.S. in a 2019
Presidents Cup triumph in
Australia.
“I am extremely excited

and grateful to Keegan for
the opportunity to support
the U.S. Team at the 2025
Ryder Cup,” Woodland
said. “Keegan’s passion
for this event is contagious
and I am thrilled to be a
part of it. With just over
two months to go until we

arrive at Bethpage, I am
fully committed to doing
everything I can to help
Keegan as well as our
team of vice captains and
players.”
Woodland has recorded

four wins on the PGA
Tour, including the 2019
U.S. Open at Pebble Beach
in California. His best
finish this season was a T2
at the Texas Children’s
Houston Open in March.
The Topeka, Kan., na-

tive received the 2025
PGA Tour Courage Award
after undergoing brain
surgery in September
2023.
“I have an incredible

amount of respect and
admiration for Gary and
all he has accomplished in
this game,” Bradley said.
“As a major champion and
someone who is still com-
peting at a high level, he is
well aware of the de-
mands of performing on
golf’s biggest stages. He
will be a valuable leader
for us over the coming
months and throughout
the 2025 Ryder Cup at
Bethpage Black.”

The NFL and commis-
sioner Roger Goodell have
made many overtures
about the league having
an expanded 18-game
regular-season schedule in
its future, but according to
sources, the NFL Players
Association has not been

willing to discuss it just
yet.
According to a Wash-

ington Post report Tues-
day, the NFLPA is not
expected to formally ne-
gotiate with the NFL and
team owners on a poten-
tial 18-game schedule and
other issues regarding the
labor agreement until “at
least early next year.”

Per Mike Florio of Pro
Football Talk, the “reason
for the delay isn’t clear.”
Goodell and the team

owners have been pushing
for the expanded schedule
to improve the league’s
position from a media
rights perspective, partic-
ularly in preparation for a
new media package being
on the line. Goodell has

also made it known the
league would like to ex-
pand the number of in-
ternational games to at
least 16.
From an NFLPA per-

spective, the added game
and additional travel bring
obvious player safety con-
cerns up for discussion.
Still, it’s believed the

expanded schedule is an
inevitability. It’s just a
matter of when the
NFLPA will be willing to
discuss and negotiate. The
current Collective Bar-
gaining Agreement (CBA)
expires after the 2030
season.
