Beth Ewing describes 
herself as a history nerd.

That’s good because 
she teaches history in the 
Daviess County school sys-
tem.

Ewing recent ly  ran 
across a program of the 
National Park Ser vice 
to designate one city in 
each state as an American 
World War II Heritage City.

Kentucky is one of 11 
states that doesn’t yet have 
a designated city.

And Ewing wants it to be 
Owensboro.

So does Mayor Tom 
Watson.

“As a son of a war bride 
and a father who landed 
on Utah Beach and earned 
the Bronze Star, I’m all in 
on anything I can do to 
help us attain this designa-
tion,” he said.

To get the designation, 
the guidelines say, a city 
should focus on the home-
front war effort and such 
things as Civil Defense, 
defense manufacturing, 

production of food for 
the war effort, War Bond 
drives, people who served 
in the military and monu-
ments to the war dead.

“I know we had a huge 
war ef for t here,” Ewing 
said. “We need to collect 
stories and pictures of 
things like agricultural pro-
duction, Victory Gardens, 
the scrap metal effort, War 
Bond drives.”

She said the local air-
port trained pilots, includ-
ing female pilots, for the 
war.

“Not many cities did 
that,” Ewing said.

She said, “We had at least 

20 casualties on D-Day.”
Ewing said she’s also 

trying to collect informa-
tion on individual men and 
women who served in the 
military during World War 
II.

“My grandfather lost 
three brothers in the war,” 
she said.

Ewing said, “It took ever 
single person working to 
stop Hitler. I want to gath-
er as much information as 
I can.”

She said a book, “Meet 
Molly: An American Girl,” 

that she read in elemen-
tary school triggered her 
interest in the war.

April 30 is the dead-
line for submitting infor-
mation to attempt to get 
Owensboro named an 
American World War II 
Heritage City.

Stephen Curr y will not 
play in the Golden State 
Warriors’ game against Mil-
waukee on Tuesday night, 
sitting out for what coach 
Steve Kerr called an emo-
tional and mental rest.

“The last three games I 
think he’s been tired, but 
it’s more of a mental and 
emotional fatigue than 
physical,” Kerr said before 
the game at Chase Center. 
“He’s fine physically. When 
he’s emotionally tired, it 

affects his decision-making. 
He’s a little bit out of sorts.”

Kerr said that Curry ini-
tially resisted the idea of 
taking a day off when the 
subject was brought up 
following Monday night’s 
114-105 loss to the Denver 
Nuggets. Curry, who has 
logged 34 or more minutes 
in six of the Warriors’ last 
10 games, eventually relent-
ed.

“We’ve got lots of experi-
ence with Steph. We know 

him well,” Kerr said. “He 
just needs a night off once 
in a while. He’s for sure 
earned it.”

Curry scored 20 points 
on 6-for-21 shooting against 
the Nuggets. It was the lat-
est indication that the two-
time NBA MVP might need 
a break.

Over the last five games, 
Curry is shooting 37% from 
the floor (32 of 86) and 
32.2% (19-59) from long dis-
tance.
