
Moments later, McLean
forced a turnover. Carter
Howard stripped the ball from
a Daviess County runner, and
the Cougars recovered with just
over five minutes left.

The chance to take the lead
was there, but two costly
penalties pushed McLean back.
A deep pass attempt was
intercepted by the Panthers and
returned deep into Cougar
territory. Daviess County
capitalized with a short
touchdown run, securing the
29-20 win.

Despite the loss, McLean
showed it could compete with
one of the region’s largest
schools.

Wagner credited his players’
toughness afterward.

“We had too many self-
inflicted penalties that put us
behind the sticks early,” Wagner
said. “Even though they were
much bigger than us, I felt like
we moved the ball on them.
Again, it feels like another game
where we just ran out of time.”

 

Walker carried the offense
COUGAR STANDOUTS

with 18 rushes for 163 yards
and two touchdowns, averaging
nine yards per carry. Stratton
added 24 yards and a touch-
down, while also contributing
on defense with a game-high
21 tackles. Aden Bolden added
30 rushing yards and 42 passing
yards, including a 42-yard
connection to Weston Hodges.

The defense made several
big plays throughout the night.

Along with Stratton’s
interception in the first half,
Howard’s fumble recovery in
the fourth gave McLean a
chance to steal the win late.
Jackson Reynolds added a sack,
while Stratton and Connor Ward
each recorded tackles for loss.

In total, the Cougar defense
tallied 71 tackles, led by Stratton,
Carsen Ellis with seven, and
Riley Walker and Ward with
seven apiece.

 

The Cougars fell to 3-3 on
the year with the loss, but will
now turn their attention to district
play. McLean returns to Cal-
houn this Friday to host Fort
Knox in a matchup that carries
playoff implications.

This marks the first meeting
between the two programs since
the early 2000s, when Fort Knox
won both contests, though each

was closely contested.
Now, more than 20 years

later, the teams meet again with
much on the line.

Fort Knox enters at 3-3 overall
with a 1-2 mark on the road.
McLean is also 3-3 and 1-3 at
home. By the RPI formula used
by the KHSAA, Fort Knox holds
a slight edge at .540 compared
to McLean’s .470. That number
suggests the Eagles may be
a narrow favorite, but McLean
has shown it can hang with
larger schools, as evidenced
by last week’s effort against
Daviess County.

More importantly, Fort Knox
is a district opponent. With
McLean having moved back
into the 2A classification this
season, district games determine
playoff seeding. A win Friday
would significantly improve the
Cougars’ chances of hosting
a first-round playoff game, a key
goal for Wagner’s team.

The Cougars and Eagles will
meet at 7p.m. on Friday, Oct.
3, in Calhoun.
