I’m not going to lie, I teared
up when I found out he was
Mr. Football. He’s the best
player in the state.”

OHS head coach
DaMarcus Ganaway Sr., was

also thrilled to see the work
pay off for Evan Hampton.

“Emotional,” Ganaway
said. “Just because you saw
his emotion, the team’s
emotion, we all saw how hard
he worked. We also know
how special he is. Everybody
rallied around him, too. It
meant a lot to the entire team
that he is Mr. Football.”

These were the numbers
Hampton finished with in
his senior season. Hampton
was the Most Valuable Player
in the Class 5-A champi-
onship game, and that bodes
well for his chances at being
named Kentucky Mr.
Football. He’s already the
Gatorade Kentucky Football
Player of the Year.

Hampton ran for 108 yards
and three touchdowns in the
state championship game.

Hampton ran for 2,035
yards on 173 attempts, which
was 11.7 yards per carry this
season. He added 288
receiving yards and had 34
total touchdowns.

Those numbers were
tremendous by themselves,

but they were made even
more phenomenal because
he only had 41 rushing yards
against St. Xavier and 15
rushing yards against
Christian Academy-Louisville.
OHS started 0-2 after losing
to St. X 38-7 in Louisville
and CAL 35-0 at Rash Sta-
dium.

In five playoff games,

Hampton went for 94, 76,
326, 266 and 108 yards, which
totaled 870 yards and 15
touchdowns.

Hampton ended his OHS
career with 5,259 rushing
yards and 82 touchdowns.
He should hit the KHSAA
all-time rushing list with that
yardage. Hampton had 6,100
all-purpose yards for OHS.

AN ORDINANCE AFFECTING REAL PROPERTY
OR THE CITY OFF SACRAMENTO, KENTUCKY

ADMENTANT to Sacramento City Ordinance 04-2020
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF SACRAMENTO,

MCLEAN COUNTY, KENTUCKY, AS FOLLOWS:
WHEREAS the City of Sacramento desires to control the use of

recreational vehicles/ camper trailers as permanent housing; and
NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED, that:
1. The City reaffirms its adoption of the County Planning and
Zoning comprehensive plan; and
2. Recreational Vehicle means any motorized (whether formerly
or currently) camper or camper type trailer, and
3. It is prohibited to park, store or otherwise position a recreation-
al vehicle on any city street; and
4. It is prohibited, except during the time off a proclaimed dis-
aster by the City or during any validated medical emergency, to
use a recreational vehicle within the city limits as housing, stor-
age, living, sleeping or housekeeping purposes for more than
sixty (60) days in any calendar year and for no more than fifteen
(15) consecutive days in any calendar year; and
5. All recreational vehicles shall be stored behind a residence or
in a accessory building built for same; and
6. Violation of this Ordinance shall result in a fine in the sum of
$25.00 per day in excess of the 90 day limit, said fine to attach
as a lien to the recreational vehicle and to the real property loc-
ated within the city limits upon which it sits and to the real prop-
erty located within the city limits of the owner or user;
7. Nothing herein shall be deemed to overturn the comprehens-
ive County Planning and Zoning and any direct conflict shall be
decided in favor of the McLean County Planning
