The Logan County Ath-
letics program made one 
of the biggest splashes 
of the offseason, as they 
announced the new head 
coach for the high school 
softball program. Last 
Monday, the Lady Cou-
gars announced that Phil-
lip McKinney, the decorat-
ed and former head coach 
of the Warren East Lady 
Raiders, will be coaching 
the Lady Cougars in the 
spring. McKinney brings 
20-plus years of coaching 
experience and, in his pre-
vious stint with the Lady 
Raiders, compiled 307 
career wins, three dis-
trict championships, four 
regional crowns, and two 
KHSAA state runner-up 
finishes since 2015.

Talking with Coach 
McKinney, he emphasized 
it all starts with trust: “You 
gotta build trust. If I can’t 
trust them, and they don’t 
feel like they can trust me, 

they’re not going to reach 
their full potential.” McK-
inney also expressed his 
excitement for this oppor-
tunity: “I’m very excited 
being down here at Logan 
County, and I say down 
here because I gotta drive 
from Bowling Green, but 
very excited being in this 
district here at Logan 
County; it reminds me a 
lot of Warren East. Same-
sized schools, good ole 
country folks, and honest-
ly, Logan County has had a 
lot of great female athletes 
in the past 20 to 30 years.”

“I’d say in 2003 or 
2004, I was at Russellville 
High School with my 
dad, Coach Lou Kendall, 
coaching baseball a little 
bit. I know the rivalry with 
Logan and Russellville; I 
went to Warren Central 
and to this day and even 
when I’m down here, I 
know you’re not allowed 
to wear purple,” McKinney 
said with a chuckle.

McKinney looks to 
change the mindset for 
the program, as he point-
ed to his time at Warren 
East, “When I took over 
at East, they had been 
to the regional finals the 
past two years, but they 
couldn’t compete with 
Allen County and Green-
wood; they were the 
two top dogs. We had to 
change the mindset, not 
to win championships, but 
to go in and be in the mix 
and be able to compete.”

“Your goal every year, 
no matter whether you 
are starting new or have 
been at a program for 
twenty years, is to get 
out of that first game of 
district and get to region. 
See how you draw, and 
all of the sudden you 
win a game and you’re in 
the final four. On a given 

night, maybe you come 
up with another win, then 
all of the sudden you’re 
playing for a regional 
championship; it can hap-
pen that fast. Just being 
more consistent, during 
the season, before the sea-
son, and in the offseason. 
Not that anything wasn’t 
good enough, but just 
changing that mindset is 
key,” McKinney said.

McKinney’s coaching 
philosophy is empha-
sized by aggressive play 
from his team: “The one 
thing with my teams, 
having coached from 6U, 
all the way to college, is 
to be aggressive. It’s not 
just running the bases 
aggressively or swinging 
at the first pitch, but being 
aggressive on defense too. 
Not being afraid to pick 
someone of f, throwing 

to a bag instead of throw-
ing the cutoff, throwing 
aggressively. Also, beat-
ing the other team in and 
out of the dugout, making 
the other team play fast-
er than what they want, 
make them feel like we’re 
waiting on them.”

Coach McKinney harps 
on the fine details of the 
game in his coaching: 
“There’s little things like 
making sure the shirt is 
tucked in. If you got on the 
wrong socks, the wrong 
belt, you’re not coming 
out of the dugout. Because 
it’s us against them over 
there. You have to do the 
little things, and there’s a 
whole lot of little things. 
Everybody has to be on 
the same page and that is 

hard to do in sports, but if 
you can get close and be 
consistent, then you got a 
chance.”

Last season the Lady 
Cougars ended the year 
with a 10-20 record, fin-
ishing as the district run-
ner-up and earning a berth 
in the 4th Regional Tour-
nament. Graduating eight 
starters from the year 
prior, the Lady Cougars 
faced a rebuilding year last 
season. Now with McKin-
ney at the helm, the Lady 
Cougars look to bounce 
back under his leadership.
