
McLean County shot 54.9
% from the field and controlled
the paint, scoring 50 points
inside. The Cougars also
generated offense through
defensive pressure, recording
16 steals and turning
turnovers into 29 points.
McLean finished with 22
transition points and assisted
on 15 made field goals.

Camden Baird led all
scorers with 17 points, adding
a rebound, an assist, and
three steals. Groves followed
with 16 points on 6-of-9
shooting and a perfect 4-of-
4 night at the free-throw line,
along with five rebounds,
three assists, and four steals.
Will Gatton added 11 points
on 50 % shooting and grabbed
a team-high eight rebounds,
while also recording an assist
and a steal. Reid Gatton
finished with six points and
five rebounds, and Lynam
added six points, a rebound,
and a steal. Floyd contributed
three points, two rebounds,
and two assists, while Gavin

Mauzy scored two points with
a rebound and an assist. Luke
Coleman added a free throw
and made his presence felt
defensively with four steals.

Several Cougar players and
students were recognized
during homecoming cere-
monies, adding to the
atmosphere as McLean
County closed the night with
a strong team effort.
