
three-point range (5-of-12). Eight
players scored, and four
Cougars shot a perfect per-
centage from the field in the
contest.

Jaelin Groves finished with
12 points, going 4-for-8 from
the field and a perfect 4-for-4
at the free-throw line. Braxton
Floyd added 12 points, knocking
down four three-pointers on
4-of-5 shooting from beyond
the arc. Reid Gatton and Will
Gatton each scored 10 points
on perfect 5-for-5 shooting inside
the arc. Layden Bozarth
contributed nine points, while
Brooks Lynam added eight.
Luke Coleman scored six points
and Camden Baird and Gavin
Mauzy each chipped in
four.

The Cougars assisted, shared
the ball and controlled the glass,
finishing with 26 rebounds. The
fast start allowed the seniors
to play freely and set the tone
for a night that celebrated their
contributions to the program.

 

Friday’s matchup at Union
County proved to be a
much different test. The series
between the two programs has
been evenly matched since
2012, and this meeting was no
exception. The Cougars and
Braves traded runs throughout

the night before Union County
secured a 64-61 win in the
closing moments.

Saturday’s contest against
Christian Fellowship brought
another high-level opponent
to Calhoun. Christian Fel-
lowship entered with a 17-8
record out of the First Region,
and the game lived up to
expectations. Once again, the
margin never stretched far in
either direction. McLean
County executed late to secure
a 62-59 win in another three-
point decision.

The back-to-back close
finishes showcased the poise
of a veteran group that has been
part of numerous pressure
situations over the past four
seasons.

 

This senior class has been
central to one of the most
successful stretches in program
history.

Layden Bozarth has
appeared in 25 games this
season and has averaged 14
points per contest while
knocking down roughly one
three-pointer per game. A
physical, aggressive guard,
Bozarth has the ability to score
in bunches and defend with
intensity. There have been
multiple moments over the past
two seasons where he has taken
control of a game offensively,
and his competitive edge has
helped define the team’s

identity.
Camden Baird, also a 25-

game contributor this year,
averages just over 12 points
per game and consistently
stretches the floor from beyond
the arc. Calm under pressure,
Baird has delivered steady
leadership throughout the
season. His ability to make
timely plays and manage key
possessions has been
instrumental in close victories.

Jaelin Groves has served as
the Cougars’ interior anchor.
Appearing in all 25 games,
Groves averages 10.6 points
per game while leading the
team in rebounding at more
than six boards per contest.
He is the team’s most efficient
scorer, shooting 59% from the
field, and leads the Cougars
at the free-throw line at 83.6%.
Though slightly undersized for
a traditional post, Groves
compensates with athleticism
and toughness. In several
games this season, he has led
the team in scoring simply by
attacking the rim and earning
trips to the line.

Braxton Floyd rounds out
the senior core on the floor.
Appearing in 25 games and
averaging six points per game,
Floyd’s impact extends well

beyond scoring. His ability to
penetrate defenses, create for
teammates and defend on the
perimeter has often shifted
momentum in tight contests.
Many of the Cougars’ biggest
late-game stops or key pos-
sessions this season have
involved Floyd’s decision-
making and defensive presence.

Carlo Bertolini, an exchange
student, has embraced his first
season of basketball in the
United States. Appearing in 13
games, Bertolini scored his first
varsity basket earlier this season
against Cloverport and will earn
a letter for his contributions.
His enthusiasm and energy
have made him a valued

teammate, often seen
encouraging players and
supporting the team from the
bench and in huddles.

Together, this group has
embraced the culture of winning
that has taken root at McLean
County High School. Seven
straight winning seasons
represent a significant shift in
expectations, and this senior
class has been at the center
of that evolution.

 

McLean County returns to
action Tuesday at Butler County
before hosting South Warren
on Thursday in the final regular-
season game prior to the district

With postseason play
approaching, the Cougars now
turn their attention to the district
tournament with the goal of
earning another trip to the
regional tournament.
